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NOI MASURI DE SPRIJIN FINANCIAR DIN FONDURI
EXTERNE NERAMBURSABILE

In Monitorul Oficial nr. 705/ 06.08.2020 a fost publicatd Ordonanta de Urgenta nr. 130/2020
privind unele masuri pentru acordarea de sprijin financiar din fonduri externe nerambursabile,
precum Si alte masuri in domeniul fondurilor Europene.

Societatile pot beneficia acum si de finantari nerambursabile, pe langa finantarile rambursabile acordate prin
programul IMM Invest Romania, conform Ordonantei de Urgenta nr.130/2020 publicata Tn 6 august.

Modalitatea de acordare:

A. microgranturi in suma forfetara de €2.000;
B. granturi pentru capital de lucru acordate sub forma de suma forfetara, in limita unui procent din cifra de afaceri;

C. granturi pentru investitii productive.
Beneficiari eligibili:
o intreprinderi mici si mijlocii (IMM-uri) — acestea beneficiaza de toate cele 3 forme de acordare;
e persoane fizice autorizate, cabinetelor medicale individuale, ONG-urilor cu activitate economica - acestea

beneficiaza doar de microgranturi.

Caracteristicile celor 3 forme de sprijin:

A. Microgranturile sunt acordate din fonduri externe nerambursabile, iar beneficiarii trebuie sa aiba activitate
economica in unul din domeniile de activitate prevazuta in anexa 1 la OUG 130/2020, sa nu aiba salariati,
respectiv, sa indeplineasca urmatoarele conditii cumulative:
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a. safidesfasurat activitate curenta pe perioada a cel putin unui an calendaristic ihainte de data depunerii cererii
de finantare, cu exceptia PFA/CMI pentru care inceperea activitatii poate sa fi avut loc pana la data de 1
februarie 2020;

b. sa fi obtinut o cifra de afaceri in exercitiul financiar anterior depunerii cererii de finantare de cel putin
echivalentul in lei a €5.000;

c. saisi mentina activitatea pe o perioada de cel putin 6 luni de la acordarea formei de sprijin.

Fondurile alocate pentru acordarea de microgranturi in cadrul “Programului Operational Competitivitate (POC) 2014-
2020” sunt in valoare totala de €100.000.000, din care €85.000.000 se aloca din bugetul POC 2014-2020 si
€15.000.000 din co-finantarea de la bugetul de stat.

B. Granturile pentru capital de lucru vizeaza beneficiarii afectati de raspandirea virusului SARS-CoV-2.
Valoarea sprijinului din fonduri externe nerambursabile pentru capital de lucru se stabileste astfel:

a. pentru IMM-urile cu cifra de afaceri aferenta anului 2019 cuprinsa intre €5.000 si €13.500, valoarea grantului
este de €2.000;

b. pentru IMM-urile cu cifra de afaceri de peste €13.500, valoarea grantului se stabileste in procent de 15% din
cifra de afaceri si nu poate depasi suma de €150.000.

Granturile pentru capital de lucru se acorda, in principal, IMM-urilor din domeniile de activitate: restaurante, hoteluri,
cafenele, industria alimentara, servicii din domeniul transporturilor, agentiilor de turism, editurilor/librariilor/bibliotecilor,
industriilor creative, precum si al organizarilor de evenimente a caror activitate curenta a fost afectata de raspandirea
virusului SARS-CoV-2 sau a caror activitate a fost interzisa ori redusa prin ordonante militare pe perioada starii de
urgenta. Lista completa cu domeniile de activitate eligibile este prevazuta in anexa nr. 2 la OUG 130/2020.

Fondurile alocate pentru granturile destinate capitalului de lucru sunt in valoare de €350.000.000, din care
€265.000.000 din fonduri externe nerambursabile si €42.000.000 fonduri de la bugetul de stat si co-participare de
€42.500.000 de la beneficiari.

Beneficiarii trebuie sa indeplineasca urmatoarele conditii:

au obtinut/obtin pana la data de 15 septembrie certificat de situatii de urgenta in baza OUG 29/2020;

au nregistrat profit operational din activitatea de exploatare in unul din ultimele doua exercitii financiare;
dispun de co-participare la constituirea capitalului de lucru in procent de minimum 15% din valoarea grantului;
mentin sau suplimenteaza numarul de salariati, fata de data depunerii cererii, pe o perioada de minimum 6
luni (exceptie: sezonieri/zilieri).

Nota: Aceste prime doua forme de sprijin se aloca in ordinea depunerii, cu respectarea criteriilor de eligibilitate.

In urma primirii ajutorului, se va depune periodic un raport (la 3, respectiv 6 luni) in care se declara utilizarea sumelor
potrivit destinatiilor prevazute de ordonanta. Sumele folosite in alt scop pot atrage recuperarea ajutoarelor de stat
impreuna cu plata de accesorii.

C. Granturile pentru investitii au o valoare cuprinsa intre €50.000 si €200.000, in functie de nevoile de finantare
ale proiectelor de investitii depuse. Granturile pentru investitii nu includ co-finantarea proprie a beneficiarilor
stabilita Tn procent de minimum 15% din valoarea grantului solicitat de catre beneficiarii din regiunile mai putin
dezvoltate si 30% din valoarea grantului solicitat de catre beneficiarii din regiunea Bucuregti-llfov. Domeniile
de investitii sustinute includ: industria alimentara, industria auto, energie, construtii, turism, confectii, sanatate,
educatie, etc.

Lista domeniilor de activitate eligibile este prevazuta la anexa nr. 3 la OUG 130/2020, iar criteriile de selectie sunt
prevazute in anexa nr. 4 la OUG 130/2020.

Conditii pentru a beneficia de granturi pentru investitii:

a. existenta activitatii operationale de minim un an inaintea depunerii cererii de finantare;

b. existenta profitului operational din activitatea de exploatare in unul din exercitiile financiare din ultimii 2 ani
inainte de depunerea cererii de finantare;

c. asigurarea sustenabilitatii proiectului pentru o perioada de minimum 3 ani dupa expirarea duratei de
implementare a proiectului;

d. realizarea unui minim de 50% din valoarea veniturilor planificate ih cadrul planului de afaceri Tn primii 2 ani,
iar diferenta pana la sfarsitul perioadei;

e. prezentarea de dovezi privind rezonabilitatea costurilor pentru investitiile pentru care se solicita ajutor de stat.

Fondurile totale alocate pentru granturile destinate investitiilor sunt in valoare de €550.000.000, din care €415.870.000
se aloca din bugetul POC 2014-2020 si €62.380.000 co-finantare de la bugetul de stat si €71.749.500 contributia
proprie.
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NEW FINANCIAL SUPPORT MEASURES FROM NON-
REIMBURSABLE EXTERNAL FUNDS

Companies can now benefit from non-reimbursable financing regulated by the Emergency Ordinance no. 130
published on 06.08.2020, in addition to the reimbursable financing granted through the SME Invest Romania program.

Types of grants:

A. micro-grants in a lump sum of €2,000;
B. working capital grants in the form of a lump sum, up to a percentage of turnover;
C. grants for productive investments.

Eligible beneficiaries:

¢ small and medium enterprises (SMESs) - they benefit from all 3 forms of granting;
e authorized individuals, individual medical offices, NGOs with economic activity - they benefit only from micro-
grants.

Characteristics of the 3 forms of support:

A. The micro-grants are granted from non-reimbursable external funds, and the beneficiaries must have
economic activity in one of the fields of activity provided in Annex 1 of GEO 130/2020, not have employees,
respectively, to meet the following cumulative conditions:

a. to have carried out current activity for a period of at least one calendar year before the date of submission of
the financing application, except for the PFA/CMI for which the start of the activity may have taken place until
1 February 2020;

b. to have obtained a turnover in the financial year prior to the submission of the financing application of at least
the equivalent in lei of €5,000;

c. to maintain its activity for a period of at least 6 months from the granting of the form of support.

The funds allocated for granting “micro-grants” within the “Operational Program Competitiveness (POC) 2014-2020
are in the total amount of €100,000,000, of which €85,000,000 are allocated from the POC 2014-2020 budget and
€15,000,000 co-financing from the state budget.

B. Working capital grants are directed to beneficiaries affected by the spread of the SARS-CoV-2 virus.
The amount of support from non-reimbursable external funds for working capital is established as follows:

a. for SMEs with a turnover in 2019 between €5,000 and €13,500, the value of the grant is €2,000;
b. for SMEs with a turnover of over €13,500, the value of the grant is established as a percentage of 15% of the
turnover and cannot exceed the amount of €150,000.

Grants for working capital are granted mainly to SMEs in the following fields of activity: restaurants, hotels, cafes, food
industry, transport services, travel agencies, publishing houses/bookstores/libraries, creative industries, and
organizations of events whose current activity has been affected by the spread of the SARS-CoV-2 virus or whose
activity has been banned or reduced by military ordinances during the state of emergency. The complete list of eligible
fields of activity is provided in Annex no. 2 of GEO 130/2020.
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The funds allocated for the grants destined for the working capital are in the amount of €350,000,000, out of which
€265,000,000 from non-reimbursable external funds and €42,000,000 funds from the state budget and €42,500,000
co-participation of the beneficiaries.

Beneficiaries must meet the following conditions:

a.
b.

C.

have obtained/are obtaining until 15 September a certificate of emergency situations based on GEO 29/2020;
have registered an operating profit from the operating activity in one of the last two financial years;

have the co-participation in the constitution of the working capital in a percentage of at least 15% of the grant
value;

maintain or supplement the number of employees, compared to the date of submission of the application, for
a period of at least 6 months (exception: seasonal/daily).

Note: These two first forms of support are allocated in the order of submission, in compliance with the eligibility criteria.

After receiving the grant, a report will be submitted periodically (every 3 and 6 months, respectively) stating the use of
the amounts according to the destinations provided by the ordinance. Amounts used for other purposes may lead to
the recovery of State aid together with the payment of accessories.

C.

Investment grants have a value between €50,000 and €200,000, depending on the financing needs of the
submitted investment projects. Investment grants do not include the co-financing of the beneficiaries set at a
percentage of at least 15% of the value of the grant requested by the beneficiaries from the less developed
regions and 30% of the value of the grant requested by the beneficiaries from the Bucharest-llfov region. The
areas of sustained investments include food industry, automotive industry, energy, construction, tourism,
clothing, health, education, etc.

The list of eligible fields of activity is provided in Annex no. 3 to GEO 130/2020, and the selection criteria are provided
in Annex no. 4 of GEO 130/2020.

Conditions for benefiting from investment grants:

a.
b.

existence of operational activity for at least one year before the submission of the financing application;
existence of operational profit from the exploitation activity in one of the financial years from the last 2 years
before the submission of the financing application;

ensuring the sustainability of the project for a period of at least 3 years after the termination of the project
implementation period;

achievement of minimum 50% of the revenues forecasted in the business plan within the first 2 years, and the
remaining part until the end of the period;

submission of evidence regarding the reasonableness of the investment costs for which is requested the state
aid.

The total funds allocated for investment grants amount to €550,000,000, of which €415,870,000 are allocated from
the 2014-2020 POC budget and €62,380,000 co-financed from the state budget and €71,749,500 from own
contribution.
