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MODIFICARI ADUSE LEGISLATIEI PRIVIND GESTIONAREA DESEURILOR
NEPERICULOASE COMPOSTABILE

Noul act normativ fsi propune sa reglementeze gestionarea unei categorii particulare de deseuri, respectiv deseurile
nepericuloase compostabile sau biodegradabile, care sunt definite ca avand caracteristica de a suferi descompuneri
anaerobe sau aerobe. Cu titlu de exemplu, intrunesc aceste specificitati: deseurile alimentare, deseurile de gradina,
hartia, cartonul s.a.

Conform prezentei legi, devine obligatorie colectarea separatd a deseurilor biodegradabile destinate
compostarii/digestiei anaerobe, inclusiv din usa in usa, denumita ,U-U”, sau prin aport voluntar, denumit ,AP”. Ulterior
colectarii separate si daca se detine un certificat de conformitate pentru materiile prime ce urmeaza a intra in procesul
de tratare biologica, aceste deseuri sunt introduse in instalatii speciale de compostare si digestie anaeroba, rezultand
compostul si digestatul, clasificate in trei categorii de folosinta, dupa cum urmeaza:

e Categoria A (produs de calitate foarte buna) — de utilizat in agricultura si horticultura, cu conditia supunerii la
procedura reglementata de Regulamentului (UE) 2019/1.009 de stabilire a normelor privind punerea la
dispozitie pe piata a produselor fertilizante UE;

o Categoria B (produs de calitate buna) — de utilizat in domeniul spatiilor verzi, urbane si rurale;

e Categoria C (produs de calitate inferioara) — de utilizat conform destinatiei stabilite prin Normele tehnice.

Principalele aspecte vizate de noua lege sunt urmatoarele:

e Sunt stabilite conditiile utilizarii deseurilor nepericuloase compostabile in vederea atingerii tintelor si
obiectivelor privind reciclarea/valorificarea acestora.
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e Incepand cu data de 1 ianuarie 2021, se va implementa sistemul de colectare separatd a deseurilor
biodegradabile prin extinderea colectarii separate din usa in usa a biodeseurilor in mediul urban, dublata de
implementarea schemei "plateste pentru cat arunci"; de asemenea se va incuraja compostarea individuala in
gospodariile din mediul rural.

e Persoanele fizice si juridice care genereaza deseuri biodegradabile au obligatia sa depuna aceste deseuri in
spatiile indicate sau sa le predea operatorilor autorizati pentru colectarea lor.

e Vor fi emise Norme tehnice privind activitatea de compostare si digestive anaeroba.

o Sunt stabilite categoriile de instalatii de compostare, categoriile de folosintd a compostului obtinut si categoriile
de calitate certificate a compostului.

e Societédtile care opereaza instalatii de compostare a deseurilor au obligatia sa detind actul de reglementare
emis de catre agentia de mediu.

e O procedura de raportare, precum si tipul datelor si informatiilor care trebuie raportate de catre operatorii
economici implicati in activitatile de colectare, respectiv compostare/digestie anaeroba urmeaza sa fie emisa
pana la 20 august 2021.

Asadar, recomandam operatorilor economici care activeaza in industria alimentara (ex: HoReCa, operatorii de
retail/en-gros s.a.) sa deruleze o analiza a proceselor interne, pentru a identifica deseurile generate si sa intocmeasca
o procedura de gestionare a acestora, astfel incat s& se conformeze cu noile prevederi din materia deseurilor
biodegradabile pana la 20 februarie 2021, data de intrare in vigoare a acestei legi.
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AMENDMENTS BROUGHT TO THE LEGISLATION REGARDING THE
MANAGEMENT OF NON-HAZARDOUS COMPOSTABLE WASTE

The new legislation intends to regulate the management of a specific category of waste, namely the non-hazardous
compostable or biodegradable waste, defined as having the ability to anaerobically or aerobically discompose. For
instance, the following waste meets these characteristics: food waste, garden waste, the paper, the cardboard and
others.

According to the current law, biodegradable waste, which is intended to anaerobic discomposure, must be separately
collected, including the door to door means, so-called “D-D” or by a voluntary contribution, so-called “VC”. After being
separately collected and if a certification of conformity is obtained regarding the raw material to be used within the
biological processing treatment, this waste is introduced in a specific composting and anaerobic digestion plant, from
which results the compost and the digestate, classified in three categories of use, as follows:

o A category (high quality product) — to be used within agriculture and horticulture activities under the condition
of being subject to the procedure provided by the Regulation (EU) 2019/1.009 laying down rules on the making
available on the market of EU fertilizing products;

e B category (good guality product) — to be used within urban and rural green spaces;

e C category (inferior quality product) — to be used according to the destination established within the Technical
Norms.

The main amendments covered by the new law are the following:

e The conditions for the use of non-hazardous compostable waste are established in order to achieve its
recycling/recovery targets and objectives.

e Starting with 15t January 2021, the system for the separate collection of biodegradable waste will be
implemented by extending the separate door-to-door collection of biowaste in urban areas, doubled by the
implementation of the "pay for what you throw away" scheme; also, individual composting in households will
be encouraged in the rural environment.

e Natural and legal persons generating biodegradable waste have the obligation to deposit this waste in the
indicated spaces or to hand it over to the operators authorized for its collection.

e Technical Norms will be issued regarding the activity of composting and anaerobic digestion.

e Categories of composting plants, the categories regarding the use of the obtained compost and the categories
of the certified quality of the compost are set up.

e Companies operating plants of waste composting have the obligation to obtain the regulatory act issued by
the environmental agency.

e A reporting procedure, as well as the type of data and information to be reported by economic operators
involved in collection activities, respectively composting/anaerobic digestion will be issued by 20" August
2021.

Thus, we recommend to economic operators activating within the food industry (e.g. hotel/restaurant/catering sector,
retail/wholesale operators and others) to perform an analysis of their internal processes, in order to identify the
generated waste and to implement a management procedure relating to it, in order to meet the criteria of the
biodegradable waste legislation at 20t February 2021, the date when the current law enters into force.
