in Monitorul Oficial nr. 963 a fost publicatd Hotdrarea Guvernului pentru
aprobarea Planului national integrat in domeniul energiei si schimbarilor
climatice 2021—2030 (PNIESC).

Planului National Tn domeniul energiei si schimbarilor climatice contine un set de prioritati care vor
conduce la indeplinirea obiectivelor asumate de catre Roménia in domeniul energiei si schimbarilor
climatice.

Conform Planului, ponderea energiei din surse regenerabile (SRE) propusa de catre Comisia
Europeana pentru Roméania este de 30,7% in anul 2030.

n acest sens, Romania va dezvolta capacitati aditionale de SRE de aproximativ 6,9 GW comparativ
cu anul 2015.

Pentru realizarea acestei tinte este necesara asigurarea unei finantari corespunzatoare din partea
UE.

Romania va dezvolta o serie de politici si masuri menite s& diminueze consumul de energie si sa
incurajeze utilizarea surselor SRE in sectoarele relevante — incalzire & Réacire, Energie electrica si
Transporturi.
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Pentru ca obiectivul de eficienta energetica sa fie atins, Comisia Europeana a propus Romaniei sa
diminueze consumul de energie primara si finala pana in anul 2030.

Astfel, Romania tinteste un consum primar de energie de 32,3 Mtep, respectiv un consum final de
energie de 25,7 Mtep, obtinand astfel economii de energie de 45,1%, raportate la consumul primar
aferent anului 2030, respectiv de 40,4% pentru consumul final de energie, comparativ cu scenariul de
referinta PRIMES 2007 (Price-Induced Market Equilibrium System).

News regarding energy and climate change

Government Decision for the approval of the National Integrated Plan in
for energy and climate change 2021-2030 (PNIESC) was published on
the Official Gazette no. 963 .

The National Plan for energy and climate change contains a set of priorities that will lead to the
fulfilment of the objectives assumed by Romania in the field of energy and climate change.

According to the Plan, the share of energy from renewable sources (RES) proposed by the European
Commission for Romania is 30.7% for 2030.

In this regard, Romania will develop additional RES capacities of approximately 6.9 GW compared to
2015.

To achieve this goal it is necessary to ensure adequate EU funding.

Romania will develop a series of policies and measures aimed at reducing energy consumption and
encouraging the use of RES sources in relevant sectors - Heating & Cooling, Electricity and
Transport.

In order to achieve energy efficiency, the European Commission has proposed that Romania reduce
its primary and final energy consumption by 2030.

Consequently, Romania aims for a primary energy consumption of 32.3 Mtoe, respectively a final
energy consumption of 25.7 Mtoe, thereby gaining primary energy savings up to 45.1%, compared to
2030, and final energy savings up to 40.4% compared to the PRIMES 2007 reference scenario (Price-
Induced Market Equilibrium System).
