


News regarding recycled plastic materials and articles intended
to come in contact with foods

Regulation (EU) on recycled plastic materials and articles intended to come
in contact with foods and repealing Regulation (EU) No 282/2008 was
published in the EU Official Journal no. 243.

Among the main novelties, we mention:

1. Placing recycled plastic and recycled plastic materials and articles on the market shall only be done if

certain requirements are met, respectively:

- Suitable recycling technology or novel technology must be used when manufacturing recycled plastic
and recycled plastic materials and articles;

- The installation where the recycled plastic was manufactured shall be included in a public Union
Register of new technologies, recyclers, recycling processes, recycling schemes and decontamination
installations;

- The recycled plastic shall be accompanied by a declaration of compliance in order to establish the
identity of the recycler and the recycled origin of the plastic;

- Containers of recycled plastic delivered to operators carrying out post-processing operations shall be

labelled. The label shall contain certain elements, such as:

o the symbol and the registry number of the installation where the recycled plastic was

manufactured;

o the symbol followed by the batch number;

the percentage by weight of the recycled content.

2. Several requirements for collection and pre-processing of waste are established, among which we

mention:

O

o

the plastic waste originates only from municipal waste and only if the plastic was intended to
encounter food;

the plastic waste is subject to separate collection;

the presence of different types of plastic materials and articles shall not compromise the achieved
level of decontamination in the decontamination process;

ensure traceability of each batch up to the point of the first sorting of collected plastic waste;

be certified by an independent third party.

3. The recycling scheme shall be managed by an administrator.

4. Through a single document, the administrator sets out the objectives of the scheme, explains how it

functions, describes of the recycling operations, provide instructions and sets out the detailed obligations it

places on the participants.

5. All materials and articles used in recycling scheme shall be labelled with a marking registered in the

Union register. That marking shall be clearly visible, indelible and unique to the recycling scheme.

6. Where a scheme permits collection from consumers, collection shall take place separately from other

waste at designated collection points suitable for ensuring that the collection of waste is compliant with the

scheme.

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Noutati referitoare la reciclarea materialelor de plastic destinate
sa vina in contact cu produse alimentare

Regulamentul (UE) privind materialele si obiectele din plastic reciclat
destinate sa vina in contact cu produse alimentare, si de abrogare a
Regulamentului (CE) nr. 282/2008 a fost publicat in Jurnalul Oficial al UE
nr. 243.

Printre principalele noutati mentionam:

1. Introducerea pe piata a plasticului reciclat si a materialelor si obiectelor din plastic reciclat se face

numai daca sunt indeplinite anumite conditii, respectiv:

- La fabricarea materialelor si obiectelor din plastic reciclat se utilizeaza tehnologii de reciclare adecvata
sau o tehnologie noua de reciclare;

- Instalatia in care a fost fabricat plasticul reciclat se include in Registrul Uniunii de tehnologii, reciclatori,
procese de reciclare, sisteme de reciclare si instalatii de decontaminare;

- Plasticul reciclat este insotit de o declaratie de conformitate prin care se va putea stabili identitatea
reciclatorului si originea plasticului reciclat;

- Recipientele din plastic reciclat furnizate operatorilor care efectueaza operatiuni de postprelucrare

trebuie etichetate. Eticheta trebuie sa contina anumite elemente, cum ar fi:

o simbolul si numarul de inregistrare al instalatiei in care a fost fabricat plasticul reciclat;

o simbolul urmat de numarul lotului;

o procentul pe baza de greutate al continutului reciclat.

2. Sunt stabilite o serie de cerinte privind colectarea si preprocesarea deseurilor, printre care amintim:

o deseurile de plastic trebuie sa provina numai din deseurile municipale si doar daca au fost
destinate sa vina in contact cu produse alimentare;
o deseurile de plastic fac obiectul colectarii separate;
o prezenta diferitelor tipuri de materiale si obiecte din plastic trebuie sa nu compromita nivelul de
decontaminare atins n instalatia de decontaminare;
o asigurarea trasabilitatii fiecarui lot pana la punctul primei sortari a deseurilor de plastic colectate;
o sunt certificate de o terta parte independenta.
3. Administratorul sistemului de reciclare va fi responsabil pentru functionarea generala a sistemului.
4. Printr-un document unic, administratorul stabileste obiectivele sistemului, explicd modul in care
functioneaza sistemul, descrie operatiunile de reciclare, furnizeaza instructiuni si stabileste Tn detaliu

obligatiile pe care le impune participantilor.
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5. Toate materialele si obiectele utilizate Tn cadrul sistemului de reciclare se eticheteaza cu un marcaj
inregistrat in registrul Uniunii. Marcajul trebuie sa fie clar vizibil, inteligibil si unic pentru sistemul de
reciclare.

6. In cazul in care un sistem permite colectarea de la consumatori, colectarea are loc separat de alte
deseuri la punctele de colectare desemnate, adecvate pentru a asigura conformitatea colectarii deseurilor

cu sistemul.

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News regarding Environmental Fund

The Emergency Ordinance for the modification and amending of GEO no.
196/2005 regarding the Environmental Fund was published in the Official
Gazette no. 922.

Among the main novelties, we mention:

- The number employees within the Environmental Fund Administration ("EFA”) has been increased
from 256 to 350 who will carry out, among other, fiscal inspection, record and debt collection and

taxpayer assistance activities.
Packaging

- The contribution of RON 2/kg is paid for the difference between the quantities of packaging waste
corresponding to the minimum recovery / incineration / recovery through recycling objectives and the
quantities of packaging waste actually recovered.

- The packaging of products used/consumed for own purposes falls into the category of packaging that
is declared monthly to the Environmental Fund.

- If EFA establish payment obligations for OIEPR ("the organization that implements the extended
producer responsibility"), and these obligations exceed the amount of the guarantee deposited by
OIEPR in EFA's account, the producers with whom OIEPR has concluded a contract will pay the

contribution of RON 2/kg for the quantities of packaging not covered by the guarantee.

- Starting from 1 January 2023, operators who carry out collection / recovery / sanitation activities and

who report waste to OIEPR will no longer report to the EFA the managed waste every six months.
Household bags

- Household bags introduced on the national market are exempt from paying the ecotax. Economic
operators have the obligation to label the bags individually with the phrase "household bags".

- Itis forbidden to sell household bags as packaging at the point of sale/outlet.

- Legal entities will declare quarterly the number of transport bags, the component of each material, as

well as the wall thickness of the respective bags.
Bank guarantee

- Economic operators who report waste for OIEPR (collectors, recyclers, sanitation workers or waste
brokers) constitute a bank guarantee in the amount of RON 500,000 in favour of EFA, valid for the
entire period in which they report waste.

- If the economic operators do not constitute the guarantee mentioned above, they cannot access the

SIATD system and cannot report waste quantities for OIEPR.
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SIATD

- The SIATD application monitors transactions with waste packaging, tires, electrical and electronic
equipment, batteries, and portable accumulators in the extended producer responsibility system.

- SIATD is also used by economic operators who transport cross-border waste for recovery in Romania.

- Starting from 1 January 2023, the quantities of packaging waste that are not found in the SIATD
system will not be considered when achieving the minimum waste management objectives.

- Starting from 1 January 2024, the quantities of waste tires, electrical and electronic equipment,
batteries, and portable accumulators that are not found in the SIATD system will not be considered

when achieving the minimum waste management objectives.
Electrical and electronic equipment

- The contribution for lighting equipment (lamps) is reduced from RON 20 to RON 8.

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Noutati referitoare la Fondul pentru mediu

Ordonanta de urgenta pentru modificarea si completarea OUG nr. 196/2005
privind Fondul pentru mediu a fost publicata in Monitorul Oficial nr. 922.

Printre principalele noutati mentionam:

- Nrde angajati din cadrul Administatiei Fondului pentru Mediu ("AFM”) creste de la 256 la 350; acestia
vor desfasura, printre altele, activitati de inspectie fiscala, evidenta si colectare creante si de asistenta
a contribuabililor.

Ambalaje

- Contributia de 2 lei/kg se plateste pentru diferenta dintre cantitatile de deseuri de ambalaje
corespunzatoare obiectivelor minime de valorificare / incinerare / valorificare prin reciclare si cantitatile
de deseuri de ambalaje efectiv valorificate.

- Siambalajele produselor utilizate/consumate in scop propriu intra in categoria ambalajelor care se
declara lunar la Fondul pentru mediu.

- In situatia in care AFM stabileste obligatii de platd pentru OIREP (“organizatia care implementeaza
raspunderea extinsa a producatorilor”), iar aceste obligatii depasesc valoarea garantiei depusa de
catre OIREP in contul AFM, producétorii cu care OIREP a incheiat un contract vor plati contributia de 2
lei/kg pentru cantitatile de ambalaje neacoperite de garantie.

- Tncepand cu 01 ianuarie 2023, operatorii care desfisoara activitati de colectare / valorificare /
salubrizare si care raporteaza deseuri catre OIREP nu vor mai raporta semestrial la AFM deseurile
gestionate.

Pungi de uz casnic

- Pungile de uz casnic introduse pe piata nationala se excepteaza de la plata ecotaxei. Operatorii
economici au obligatia de a inscriptiona individual pungile cu sintagma «pungi de uz casnic».

- Seinterzice comercializarea pungilor de uz casnic ca ambalaje la punctul de vanzare/desfacere.

- Persoanele juridice vor declara trimestrial numarul de pungi de transport, fiecare material component
al acestora, precum si grosimea peretelui respectivelor pungi.

Garantie bancara

- Operatorii economici care raporteaza deseuri pentru OIREP (colectori, valorificatori, salubristi sau
brokeri de deseuri) constituie o garantie bancara in cuantum de 500.000 lei in favoarea AFM, valabila
pentru intreaga perioada in care raporteaza deseuri.

- Daca operatorii economici nu constituie garantia mentionata mai sus, nu pot accesa sistemul SIATD si

nu pot raporta cantitati de deseuri pentru OIREP.

SIATD
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- Aplicatia SIATD monitorizeaza tranzactiile cu deseuri de ambalaje, anvelope, echipamente electrice gi
electronice, baterii si acumulatori portabili Tn sistemul raspunderii extinse a producatorului.

- SIATD se utilizeaza si de catre operatorii economici care transporta transfrontalier deseuri in vederea
valorificarii in Romania.

- Incepand cu data de 1 ianuarie 2023, cantittile de deseuri de ambalaje care nu se regasesc in
aplicatia informatica SIATD nu vor fi luate n calcul la realizarea obiectivelor minime de gestionare a
deseurilor.

- Tncepand cu data de 1 ianuarie 2024, cantitatile de deseuri de anvelope, echipamente electrice si
electronice, baterii si acumulatori portabili care nu se regasesc in aplicatia informatica SIATD nu vor fi
luate Tn calcul la realizarea obiectivelor minime de gestionare a deseurilor.

Echipamente electrice si electronice

- Contributia pentru echipamentele de iluminat (lampi) se reduce de la 20 de lei la 8 lei.

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News regarding circular economy

Government decision for the approval of the National Strategy regarding
circular economy was published in the Official Gazette no. 943.

Among the main novelties, we mention:

The national circular economy strategy provides an overview of 14 economic sectors in Romania from the
point of view of their circularity potential. Thus, it was concluded that the circular economy has the greatest
potential in agriculture and forestry, the automotive industry, construction, consumer goods such as food
and beverages, packaging, textiles, and electrical and electronic equipment.

The strategy will be completed by an Action Plan that will include specific actions for sectors with high
potential for circularity, will identify budgetary resources, the responsibilities of the institutions involved and

deadlines for carrying out the actions.

Noutati referitoare la economia circulara

Hotararea Guvernului pentru aprobarea Strategiei nationale privind
economia circulara a fost publicata in Monitorul Oficial nr. 943.

Printre principalele noutati mentionam:

Strategia nationala privind economia circulara ofera o imagine de ansamblu a 14 sectoare economice din
Romania din punct de vedere al potentialului lor de circularitate. Astfel, s-a concluzionat ca economia
circulara are cel mai mare potential in agricultura si silvicultura, industria auto, constructii, bunuri de
consum, cum ar fi produsele alimentare si bauturile, ambalajele, textilele si echipamentele electrice si
electronice.

Strategia va fi completata de un Plan de Actiune care va include actiuni specifice pentru sectoarele cu
potential ridicat de circularitate, va identifica resurse bugetare, responsabilitatile institutiilor implicate si

termene pentru realizarea actiunilor.

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News regarding sanitation law

The Emergency Ordinance for the modification and completion of GEO no.
92/2021 regarding the waste regime, as well as the City Sanitation Service
Law no. 101/2006 was published in the Official Gazette no. 958.

Among the main novelties, we mention:

1.

GEO no. 92/2021: Local authorities have the obligation to apply for the beneficiaries of the sanitation
service the value of the contribution for the circular economy (RON 80/tonne), after the approval of the
separate tariffs/taxes for the waste streams intended to be disposed of.

Law no. 101/2006:

Local authorities are obliged:

o to implement separate collection of waste (paper, metal, plastic and glass from municipal waste);

o to ensure collection points/individual collection systems from "door to door", collection centres
through voluntary contribution and digitized ecological islands equipped with dedicated containers
for the separate collection of waste;

o to implement the "pay for what you throw" system;

o toimplement, by 1 January 2025, the separate collection of textile waste;

o toimplement, by 1 January 2025, the separate collection of hazardous waste from household
waste;

o toassign, individually or in association, the transfer, sorting, anaerobic/aerobic treatment and/or
disposal activities, by storage, before assigning the activity of separate collection and separate
transport of municipal waste.

Authorized waste haulers have the right to collect paper, metal, plastic and glass waste from the

collection points only on the basis of the delegation contract concluded with the local authorities.

The disposal by storage of paper waste, metal waste, plastic waste, glass waste, textiles waste and

bio-waste that has been collected separately is prohibited.

For household users (individuals and associations of owners/tenants) the fees are established in

RON/person/month, and in the case of non-household users, legal entities, fees are established in

RON/tonne and in RON/mc.

A.N.R.S.C. (National Regulatory Authority for Public Utilities Community Services) licenses operators

for all sanitation activities.

The contribution for the circular economy is calculated only for the quantities of residual waste and

residues destined to be disposed.

The revenues made by the operators from the sale and/or recovery of waste are retained by the

operators in order to cover the operating expenses.
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- The sanitation fee for incorrect separation of municipal waste will be set at a level of up to 2 times

higher than the sanitation fee applied to users who properly separate waste.

- The sanitation fee can be adjusted or changed at any time during the year.

Noutati referitoare la Legea salubritatii

Ordonanta de urgenta pentru modificarea si completarea OUG nr. 92/2021
privind regimul deseurilor, precum si a Legii serviciului de salubrizare a
localitatilor nr. 101/2006 a fost publicata in Monitorul Oficial nr. 958.

Printre principalele noutati mentionam:

1. OUG nr. 92/2021: Autoritatile locale au obligatia sa aplice, pentru beneficiarii serviciului de salubrizare,

valoarea contributiei pentru economia circulara (80 lei/tona), dupa aprobarea tarifelor/taxelor distincte

pentru fluxurile de deseuri destinate a fi eliminate prin depozitare.
2. Legeanr.101/2006:

- Autoritatile locale sunt obligate:

o

sa implementeze colectarea separata a deseurilor (héartie, metal, plastic si sticla din deseurile
municipale);

sa asigure puncte de colectare/sisteme de colectare individuala din «poarta in poarta», centre de
colectare prin aport voluntar si insule ecologice digitalizate dotate cu recipiente dedicate pentru
colectarea separata a deseuri;

sa implementeze instrumentul «plateste pentru céat arunci»;

sa implementeze, pana la data de 1 ianuarie 2025, colectarea separata a deseurilor textile;

sa implementeze, pana la data de 1 ianuarie 2025, colectarea separata a deseurilor periculoase
din deseurile menajere;

sa atribuie, individual sau in asociere, activitatile de transfer, sortare, tratare anaeroba/aeroba
si/sau de eliminare, prin depozitare, inainte de atribuirea activitatii de colectare separata si

transport separat al deseurilor municipale.

- Colectorii autorizati de deseuri au dreptul preia deseurile de hartie, metal, plastic si sticla din punctele

de colectare numai pe baza contractului de delegare incheiat cu autoritatile locale.
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- Seinterzice eliminarea prin depozitare a deseurilor de hartie, metal, plastic, sticla, textile si biodegeuri
ce au fost colectate separat.

- Pentru utilizatorii casnici (persoane fizice si asociatii de proprietari/locatari) se stabilesc taxe in
lei/persoana/luna, iar in cazul utilizatorilor noncasnici, persoane juridice se stabilesc taxe in lei/tona si
in lei/mc.

- AN.R.S.C. (Autoritatea Nationala de Reglementare pentru Servicile Comunitare de Utilitati Publice)
licentiaza operatorii pentru toate activitatile de salubrizare.

- Contributia pentru economia circulara se calculeaza numai pentru cantitatile de deseuri reziduale si de
reziduuri destinate a fi eliminate prin depozitare.

- Veniturile realizate de operatori din vanzarea si/sau valorificarea deseurilor se retin de catre operatori
in vederea acoperirii cheltuielilor de operare.

- Taxa de salubrizare pentru separarea incorecta a deseurilor municipale va fi stabilita la un nivel de
pana la 2 ori mai mare decat taxa de salubrizare aplicata utilizatorilor care separa in mod
corespunzator deseurile.

- Taxa de salubrizare poate fi ajustata sau modificata oricand pe parcursul anului.
