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MODIFICARI ADUSE LEGII PRIVIND COMERCIALIZAREA
PRODUSELOR ALIMENTARE

Printre principalele aspecte vizate, mentionam:

Eliminarea unor semnificatii ale produselor alimentare, cum ar fi: carne romaneasca, produs romanesc, lant
scurt de aprovizionare etc.);

Se introduce notiunea de parteneriat direct;

Comerciantul poate factura/ refactura furnizorului servicii, conform contractului incheiat intre parti, cu
anumite exceptii, cum ar fi: extinderea retelei de distributie a comerciantului, amenajarile spatiilor de vanzare
ale comerciantului sau operatiunile si evenimentele de promovare a activitatii comerciantului;

Termenul de platé se stabileste intre parti, eliminandu-se restrictia datei scadente de pané la 30 de zile. in
cazul produselor alimentare proaspete, termenul de plata este de maximum 14 zile;

Comerciantul nu mai este obligat sa ofere spatii distincte de expunere si vanzare pentru produsele romanesti;

Se elimina eticheta standard pentru produsele comercializate pe teritoriul Romaniei. De asemenea,

comerciantul nu mai este obligat sa mentioneze sintagma “carne romaneasca’;

Comerciantul nu mai are obligatia sa achizifioneze 51% din volumul de marfa pe raft provenite din lantul
alimentar scurt;

Nu se mai suspenda autorizatia de functionare a comerciantului, daca factureaza/ refactureaza anumite
servicii furnizorului;

Amenzile pentru nerespectarea prezentei legi sunt cuprinse intre 50.000 lei si 250.000 lei, in trecut acestea
fiind Tntre 50.000 lei si 150.000 lei

In termen de 6 luni de la intrarea in vigoare a prezentei legi, comerciantii trebuie s modifice contractele
conform noilor reglementari. Legea se aplica incepand cu data de 15.05.2020.
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NEW AMENDMENTS TO THE LAW REGARDING TRADING WITH
FOOD

Among the main amendments, we mention:

Certain concepts related to food products were removed, such as: Romanian meat, Romanian product, short
supply chain, etc.);

The concept of direct partnership is introduced,;

The trader may invoice/ recharge services provided according to the contract concluded between the parties,
save for certain cases such as the extension of the merchant's distribution network, the arrangement of the
retailer's sales spaces or the operations and events to promote the trader's activity;

The payment term is established between parties, the restriction of 30 days was removed. In the case of
fresh food, the payment term should not exceed 14 days;

The trader is no longer forced to offer separate exhibition and sale spaces for the Romanian products;

The standard label for products sold in Romania is eliminated. Also, the trader is no longer required to
mention the phrase "Romanian meat";

The obligation of the trader to buy at least 51% of the volume of freight on the shelf from the short supply
chain has been eliminated,;

The operating authorization is no longer suspended if the trader invoices / recharged certain services to the
supplier;

The fines for non-compliance of this law are between 50,000 lei and 250,000 lei, increasing from 50,000 lei
and 150,000 lei;

In the next 6 months after the entry into force of this law, traders should adjust the contracts according to the
new regulations. The law is applicable starting with 15.05.2020.
